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With „Follow My Sound“ The Prize Fighters from 

Minneapolis/Saint Paul, MN present their first 

work that is stylistically somewhere between 

Madness, Intensified, and Hepcat. The 11, actu-

ally, 10 plus an intro, tracks cannot be described 

more precisely at the moment, because the 

band is in search for their own sound. It is clear 

that it is about honest music and therefore the 

rough recordings are quite the right choice. With 

this album, soul elements can be determined 

(„Outside My Window“), ballad-songwriting 

as well („Hypocrite“).  Thus, the Grab Box of 

stylistic enrichments is far from exhausted. The 

organ always weighs heavy on rhythm and the 

polyphonic singing adds variety.  A crunchy 

Reggae lead guitar on „Storms“ starts things off 

along with soulful vocals, while „Before Night“ 

will enchant you in the good ol’ swinging shuffle 

sounds reminiscent of early Laurel Aitken and 

Co.  With „Follow My Sound” their unique style 

shines through.  This is a good indication of 

what we may expect from The Prizefighters in 

the future. What you have here is an honest-

made Ska sound, straight from the heart, from 

Ska to Reggae and back.  Just „Follow My Sound“ 

of approval!
